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CASE BACKGROUND

The Defendant, Sal Sharp, has been charged with the murder of his/her business partner,
Danny Domingo. Domingo apparently had a gambling problem, and his/her bets rgpeatedl|
turned for the worst. Thinking that his/her luck would change, Domingo borrowed money from
an alleged local loan shark, “Strongarm” Sammy Sterns. Domingo’s luck, however, did not
change. As aresult, Domingo started stealing money from the business tbpaylebt to
Sterns.

After some time had passed, despite draining the business dry, Domingo’s debhso S
grew to over $200,000 due to continued gambling losses and skyrocketing “loan shark’ interes
Sterns had allegedly given Domingo several violently physical “messigeshe debt must be
paid — “or else.”

Meanwhile, Sal Sharp had hired an accountant, Alex Addison, to determine why the
business was in the red. When Sharp learned that Domingo had been stealing from tee busine
to the point of bankruptcy, Sharp allegedly became enraged and threatened to kill®@ofing
few days later, Domingo was found dead. Through a Buy-Sell Agreement and insurange pol
Sharp would become a half million dollars richer upon Domingo’s death.

3. The autopsy of Danny Domingo concluded that Danny Domingo died as a result of
hypothermia. Hypothermia causes the body to be pale and waxy, not cyanotic, beedlsed
will have been withdrawn from the skin by the body’'s defensive mechanisms to avadl loss
heat.

4. Time of death could not be determined from typical physical examination of the body, i.e
body temperature, because the body was frozen.

5. The autopsy results dated the cigarette burns found on the victim to have occurred two weeks
prior to death, and strangulation of neck, non-life-threatening, to have occurred tessdha
week prior to death.

6. Fingerprint analysis shows that Sharp’s fingerprints are on the padlock to & cooler
door, and kitchen knife. Sterns’ fingerprints were not detected on the padlock to the cooler,
cooler door, or doors to the restaurant.

7. Exhibits 2, 3, 4 and 5 were made at or about the time of the events by a person with
knowledge of the events, and are kept in the course of regularly conducted busindgsaaadivi

it is the regular practice to make such records. Exhibits 2, 3, 4 and 5 do not need to be introduced
through the custodian of the records.



8. Exhibit 8 is the original photograph taken by Detective Toma at the scene ofrtbexnd
accurately depicts the victim and the surroundings at the time of Detecti\esTiorestigation.

9. Exhibit 10 is a true and accurate copy of the original note of Danny Domingo provided by
Defendant Sharp shortly after he/she was charged with the murder of Damirygd. The
handwriting contained in Exhibit 10 has been confirmed to be that of Danny Domingo, per
expert handwriting analysis. The original note was to be analyzed using miktsthniques.

Prior to undergoing the inkdating analysis, a copy of the original note was madeigiia or
note disappeared from the evidence room prior to the inkdating analysis. Thehefalating of
the handwriting on the note cannot be determined.

My name is Alex Addison. | am a certified public accountant in private prantice
Honolulu, Hawaii. A true and accurate copy of my curriculum vitae is attachech#stEx
1. I graduated from Tufts University in 1981, with a B.S. in Economics and Accounting,
magna cum laude. | also received my masters in accounting from the ipiotrs
California, Los Angeles in 1983. | was recognized as the top student in accounting and
received the coveted Luca Pacioli award. Just in case you didn’t know, Luca Baciol
considered the father of accounting. He was a wandering Franciscan monk, wheowas al
a friend and collaborator of Leonardo da Vinci. He established the first known double
entry bookkeeping system with debits on the left and credits on the right, and the balance
from the profit and loss accounts to be placed in a capital account. He also requiaed that
trial balance be prepared when the books were closed. Pacioli’s systdiinslestan
1494, was remarkably similar to modern bookkeeping. To put it into perspective, Pacioli
was creating an accounting system at the time Christopher Columbus wasrdigcove
America! Two discoveries that have shaped our lives forever!

After graduating from UCLA, | was highly recruited by what wasitbensidered
the Big 8 CPA firms. | went to work for Arthur Andersen in Chicago as an auditor; that
was well before its demise from the Enron and WorldCom debacles.

However, wherat was
the firm, it had the reputation of supporting the highest standard in the accounting
industry. | was quickly recognized as a star at Arthur Andersen. | was prbmotdly
and assumed the role of Manager after only 3 years; the usual tract foagevia
position is 4-5 years.

| left Arthur Andersen in 1995 to return home to Hawaii and establish a firm of
my own, Aloha Accounting. We are a 6 member firm, offering our clients fullcervi
accounting expertise. In addition to audit work, | specialize in forensic acogunhe
Arthur Andersen headlines prompted my desire to pursue forensic accounting. The Enron
and WorldCom problems shed light on corporate scandals and the need for forensic
accountants. Forensic accountants are trained to look beyond the numbers and deal with
the business reality of the situation. According to research conducted by the#d@soc
of Certified Fraud Examiners (ACFE), U.S. organizations lose an estimatedentpeir
annual revenues to fraud. Based on the estimated U.S. Gross Domestic Product for 2008
— $14.196 trillion — this percentage indicates a staggering estimate of lomsed $994
billion among organizations, despite increased emphasis on anti-fraud controlsesmd rec
legislation to combat fraud. My mission as a fraud examiner is to reduce thengecinfe

Sal Sharp contacted me on October 1, 2007 to employ my services. On that day, |
had made a presentation at the Honolulu Chamber of Commerce entitled “Realizing Your
Full Potential” and had touched on various business and financial practices that could
increase profitability, including stronger internal controls to prevent or defgogee
embezzlement. Sal came up to me after the meeting and asked if | would uralertake
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financial investigation and make recommendations of increasing profjdbilithe
business. | learned that Sal Sharp and Danny Domingo were partners in theiangsta
Pippy’s. At the time, there was no suspicion of fraud or wrongdoing. Sal explained that

he/she wanted to know why the business was in the red, when customers were steady and
it seemed that business was good. Sal and Danny had been in the restaurant business for 3

years. While it is not unusual for a restaurant to fail in the first thres,jiearas a bit
surprising to hear that Pippy’s was in the red because | was aware ofsPigppyd buzz”
in the community and positive critic reviews in the Honolulu Star-Bulletin and the
Midweek magazine.

| toured the restaurant facilities the following day, October 2nd, to get #ofe
the day-to day management and to get an overview of the financial records and record
keeping of the business. | advised Sal that in order for me to do a complete financial
review, audit and forensic investigation, | would need complete access toalhting
records for a period of two weeks starting October 8th for a flat fee of $6,500ld w
work on their premises, so that | could have access to all of the records anouildey c
continue business as usual. That arrangement also gives me the opportunity to make
observations of suspicious activity that | might not otherwise discover. Satlagrénee
arrangement. Because | knew that the restaurant was on shaky ground, | demanded t
receive my fees in advance. Sal paid me out of his/her personal funds.

During my brief discussions with Sal, I could tell that he/she was accounting
challenged. Sal has great creativity with food preparation, restawkmntastd service,
but more or less left Danny Domingo to handle the financial matters of the $gidine
was not present when Sal informed Danny that | had been engaged to do the forensic
investigation, so | cannot state what Danny’s reaction was. | didn’t notideimgyt
particularly suspicious from Danny when | was performing my forensicuating work
for the two-week period. Well, there were two times when Danny would be back in the
office area with me and | had some cancelled checks, bank statements andaetiger c
on the desk, and Danny accidentally spilled coffee all over the records.

At first, | thought it was an accident. The second time, | thought Dannyithias e
clumsy or perhaps was doing something more sinister in attempting to oblitexat
records. Also, | did overhear a few conversations that Danny had on the phone — once the
first week | was there, and then two or three times the following week. Daldnhe
person on the phone something like “I promised you | would get the money, just give me
time,” “there’s no need to use threats, you'll get your money” and “yes,dméxar what
happened last time when the payment wasn’t timely, please don't, that won't be
necessary. I'll pay you, | promise.” He/She was upset by the calls, but skdm scared.
Initially, 1 thought Danny’s conversations were with a vendor. In the restabusiness,
if you can’t pay your bills, the deliveries stop, and the business will go bellpup. |
retrospect, | think these telephone conversations were probably between Banny a
“Strongarm Sammy Sterns. Strongarm Sammy was probably threatening Danny
he/she didn’t pay his/her gambling debts. | never heard who was on the other side of the
conversation or what the caller said, and Danny never spoke about it with me. Daring t
first week | was there, Danny came into the restaurant and had a burn marken his
hand, and another time he/she had bruising on his/her neck, like someone had grabbed
his/her neck hard. | didn’t ask any questions.

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During the two-week period | was at the restaurant, | frequently sawanpers
the shadows in the alley across the street from the restaurant’s back dbertis, |
just assumed they worked at the business across the street and were talargjte cig
break. | now recognize the person lurking in the alley to be Strongarm Sanimajshé
were in the same position on the night of October 20th, he/she would have a good view of
anything going on outside the restaurant’s back door to the kitchen. Despite theslarkne
in the alley, there was a light right above the back door’s entrance to theaetta

Restaurants are notorious for losing money due to employee embezzlement. The
most common cash fraud scheme is skimming. Skimming is the process by which cash is
removed from the company before it enters its accounting system. Retalisbstants
and patrticularly restaurants where cash is used frequently are vulnertiietype of
scheme. A related type of scheme is to ring up a sale for less than thexawiuat. The
fraudster then pockets the difference between the actual sale and the ambant on t
register tape. Employees may also ring up a sale and then void the santfeesaby
pocketing the cash from the register.

If an employee collects the cash and also makes the bank deposit, they have an
excellent opportunity to misappropriate company funds. For example, an empldyee in t
food services industry may receive the daily receipts from the cashbieg, \&ith the
cash register tapes. The employee would then mutilate the registestatey could not
be read. With the evidence now destroyed, the employee would pocket a portion of the
day's receipts and deposit the balance. If the daily deposit amounts are not dombare
the cash register tapes, the fraud can go undetected.

Checks can also be the instrument of fraud. Employees with signature guthorit
can make checks payable to cash or to themselves personally. Someone with check
signatory authority can simply write the check to themselves or cash, matkeck as
being void in the company's check register and then inflate the amount of another check
written to a company supplier for inventory. When the bank statements are rededved, t
employee merely removes those checks and destroys them.

Kiting is the process whereby money is received but not recorded immediately on
the books and is then embezzled by an employee. As money continues to come in, the
money that is received subsequently is applied to the prior receipts that werenitade
previously. Thus, there is a continuing lag of funds from the actual receipts, but it is
covered up because the money is deposited later. In performing my forensic
investigation, | reviewed the following financial and business recordsrajdeéger,
journal entries, adjusting journal entries, trial balances, checking acccamts)led
checks, deposit slips, cash register receipts, order tickets, and vendor invaises. |
personally interviewed Sal Sharp and Danny Domingo, as well as a couple of the
restaurant employees to understand the flow of money, and internal contseilst jpne
the company. Although both Danny and Sal had authority to sign checks, Danny
primarily assumed that role. Sal managed the kitchen staff, the menus, ofdedng
supplies, scheduling employees, reservations, and keeping the customers happy. Da
primarily operated the cash register during business hours and managednitialfina
aspects of the business.

During the first week of my investigation, | started to strongly suspecDtraty
had been stealing from the restaurant. | don’t believe | mentioned my suspicions to
anyone. | seem to recall both Danny and Sal asking me how the

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investigation was proceeding, but | typically would not verbalize any conclusiohs unti
my investigation was complete. | am all about precision and accuracy, whicha$ pa
my draw to accounting. In my view, it is important to have all your facts ancefigur
together before any conclusions are announced.

After | had completed my two-week forensic investigation, it was evitiant
Danny had been taking cash from Pippy’s for some time. | found evidence of é¢heh of
typical embezzlement schemes mentioned previously. For example, skimming ha
occurred. There were several instances where one of the waiters ossesithad a
carbon copy of an order ticket in their book, but the order was not included on the cash
register receipt for the day. An example of this is shown on Exhibit 2. The chelck mar
on the cash register receipt is my notation for crosschecking the ordes twkie¢ daily
cash register receipt. | cannot say for certain that the skimmingilsitgthle to Danny.
Someone else could have been managing the cash register at the time. Hawever, i
looking at the events as a whole, there are events that | can directly poiminy Bar
example, certain daily cash register tapes did not match to the deposit timahdeas
These deposit slips were written in Danny’s handwriting, and were partloéthisrmal
job responsibilities, and not the responsibility of any other employee. Thus, agllyou
see from Exhibit 3, which has the deposit slip in the amount of $587.93 on Monday, June
11, 2007, even though the cash register tapes show receipts from Friday in the amount of
$2299.61 and Saturday for $3089.57. Finally, | encountered checks that were written to
cash or to Danny and were shown as void in the check register, but actually cleared the
bank. In order to balance the account, another check in the check register and ledger
accounts were manipulated to increase the payment to cover the amount of the “voided”
check to Danny. Exhibit 4 is an example of this occurrence.

In total, | uncovered 67 instances of embezzlement committed by Danny
Domingo totaling $273,958 over the past 2 years. It appears that no embezzlement
occurred during the first year that the restaurant was in operation. Of theaicassof
embezzlement, more than half occurred in the 6-month period prior to October, 2007.

Unfortunately, the embezzlement has left Pippy’s with little to notlitigpy’s is
operating at a net loss of $164,554 and a negative cash flow. Vendors have refused to
supply product to the restaurant until outstanding accounts payable are brought current.

| broke the news to Sal on October 19, 2007 about 4:00 p.m. | informed Sal that
my forensic investigation revealed that Pippy’s was bankrupt due to numerouswscasi
of embezzlement by his/her partner, Danny Domingo, and that the amount eghbezzle
was $273,958. At first, Sal appeared to be in shock, repeating several times, “How could
this happen?” The more | explained to Sal the specifics of the embezzlement agd givi
him/her examples of the skimming, check fraud, and deposit manipulation, the more |
saw pure rage in Sal's face. Sal seemed consumed by his/her rage, had#ie/s
“Well, I'll make Danny pay for this. He/She won’t make a fool out of me.”t8lal me
that | had done my job and could leave and that he/she would confront Danny alone.

| had left the building when | realized that | had left my favorite maicha
pencil on the desk in the office area of Pippy’s. When | went back to retrieve mly penc
overheard Sal talking to Danny in strained, but controlled hush tones. | couldn’t hear
everything that was said clearly because | was standing near the kitchea thmor
hallway by the office and the kitchen employees were pulling out pots and pans in
preparation for the supper crowd and making loud clanging noises. But, I'm pretty sure
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| heard Danny say something about gambling and then Sal said Danny had to come up
with the money right now and threatened to kill Danny. | don’t know the exact wording
Sal used because of the background noise. And then | heard Sal say quite clearly,
“You're to die for this.”

While | was reviewing the company records, | also came across 8d&ly-
Agreement for the restaurant. The Buy-Sell Agreement provides that inethieaé death
of either partner, that the other partner shall be the beneficiary of a $500,000 insurance
policy. A true and accurate copy of an excerpt of the Buy-Sell Agreemetadbed
hereto as Exhibit 5. So, upon Danny’s death, Sal was the recipient of a $500,000 payout
from the insurance policy. It is not unusual, however, for partners in a business to have a
buy-sell agreement in place, funded by insurance. Actually, it is a smarebsigiractice
because you are planning for contingencies of someone’s death and what happens to their
partnership interest in the business. You don’t want the family coming in andtwying
manage the business too. You want to be able to buy them out.

| believe | have an excellent reputation among my peers in both audit work and
forensic accounting. All of my peer review examinations have yielded outsgandi
results. | did have one malpractice action filed against me about 5 yearsatigg te
tax preparation work | had performed, specifically with a car dealershiygstory. My
insurance company paid a small nuisance settlement to make it go away, but the
settlement papers specifically state that | deny liability.

And being iced in a cooler is a typical mob hit because it sends a mwssage
others who owe the loan shark money.
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Based upon that evidence, | had Sammy arrested for the murder of Danny
Domingo. My original investigation report documents my initial findings and
conclusions. Exhibit 6 is a true and accurate copy of my investigation report.

But two things didn’t feel right. First, | would have expected to find some
additional physical evidence that had occurred prior to Domingo’s hypothermia.
Typically, loan sharks or their “soldiers” like to rough up the victim beforg the
pronounce the death sentence. A strong message to other potential deadbeats is the
whole point. In this case, there were no signs of struggle or physical violence.
Domingo’s body was void of any recent physical abuse. Second, according to Alex
Addison’s accounting investigation, Danny Domingo was making payments and
continued to be a source of income for Sammy. Loan sharks typically don’t cut off their
revenue source unless it dries up completely or they feel threatened. bkdelthiat in
this case.

My first and foremost responsibility is to uphold the law. | had to maintain my
objectivity throughout my investigation regardless of how much | might have wanted to
stick it to Sammy. While staying objective, | continued the investigation and
supplemented my initial investigation report. Exhibit 7 is a true and accurate cayy of
supplemental report. After that, it became clear to me that Sal Sharp had churdere
Domingo. The motive was clear. Addison had informed Sharp that Domingo had been
stealing money from Pippy’s. Domingo’s death was a payback in more kaaysne - -
not only for vengeance, but also to pay back Sal $500,000 through the Buy-Sell life
insurance policy. Sharp was angry when he/she learned about Domingo stealing and
bankrupting the restaurant. More than one witness heard Sharp threaten Domingo. Not
only that, but Sharp had the opportunity; Sammy had staked out Pippy’s the night of
October 28 and overheard the two arguing outside the kitchen's back door and saw
Sharp forcing Domingo back into the kitchen with a kitchen knife.

Unfortunately, there is no accurate way to establish time of death merely by
observing the body since it was frozen. Thus, as a detective, I'm trained these ot
means, such as witnesses, neighbors, unopened mail, or other testimonial or physical
evidence. The last person who was with Domingo was Sal Sharp. After investigating
Domingo’s home, it was apparent that he/she had not come home since Saturday evening,
October 28. He/She had not retrieved his/her mail or picked up any voicemail messages
at home or on his/her cell phone. It is obvious that this was no accident. The padlock to
the cooler was locked from the outside and Domingo told us what happened through
his/her own words. Using Redondo hot dogs stored in the cooler, he/she spelled out
“KILLA — SA_.” Exhibit 8 is a true and accurate photograph of the clue left behind by
Domingo.

Additionally, it became clear to me that this murder was not committed in the hea
of passion but premeditated. Pippy’s had been operating for three years prier to thi
incident. Sharp purchased a lock for the freezer when Domingo was suspected of
stealing from the restaurant. Sharp contemplated and planned the whole thing out, forcing
Domingo into the freezer, locking him/her in over the weekend, and making it appear that
the loan sharks were making a typical mob hit. But, Sharp was careless. Sharp’s
fingerprints are all over the lock to the cooler, freezer door, and the kitchen knife, and
Sharp didn’t realize there was a witness lurking in the dark with a view of thekis
back door. We did not find Sammy’s fingerprints anywhere in the restaurant.
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Robin Rodrigues might have tried to reach me to tell me something about the
case, but | never spoke with Robin. For sure, | know a detective should follow all leads,
but in this case, | knew every minute | spoke with Robin Rodrigues was a mintgel was
of my life that | would never get back. He/She is a notorious con-artist, aleai§iag
for the next angle to play. It wasn’t worth my time. Besides, I'm not in conttbleof
evidence room, so this angle that | tampered with the evidence in this case is not only
way off base, but offends me as someone who has sworn to protect the public and uphold
the law.

My name is Sammy Sterns. Most people call me “Da Strongarm.” | dropped out
of Pipikaula High School when | was sixteen. High school nevah do nothing for me cuz |
learned all | needed to know on da streets of Waikiki. Aftah high school, | wen join my
dad and all my uncles in da family business. I've been in da business for about 20 years

My business is the same as any other business. You offer a service and you get
paid for that service... just like lawyers, doctors, teachers, whatevah. lamaihsloan
money to people and charge interest for the loans, just like a bank. | don't see the need
for any promissory notes. The people | loan money to know dat they owe me money and
they know dat | expect to get repaid. | don’t need one piece of paper to geb timarket
good on their loans. That's not how | learned to do this business. If someone didn’t pay
me on time, | would just remind them “firmly” that my money is due. Den gues®what
Bada bing bada boom, my customers would find a way to come up with da money. I'm
pretty persuasive, you know. No mattah what anyone says, | am not a loan shark. That
would be illegal. I'm not a member of da mob, da syndicate, or any kine organized
crime. The only stuff | know about da mob and organized crime | learned from Pacino,
DeNiro and Brando from da movies. | don’t know how da mob kills people.

The only reason I'm testifying in this case is cuz da prosecutor made mdealne
If | testify and tell da truth, the prosecutor said he going drop the loan sharkirggsh
against me for my “business deal” with Danny Domingo. I'll admit, this is ndfinsty
scrape with the law. The cops had it in for me for a while — always trying to @aviitim
something. Now and then the cops busted me for some petty crimes, just to flex their
muscles. | not scared. | never spent time in Halawa and | never spent more thgs 90 da
at the Oahu Community Correctional Center (OCCC).

My rap sheet started when | was one juvie (juvenile). All my charges came fr
Honolulu. I nevah getin any trouble on da mainland or da other islands. Back in 1986, |
got convicted of disorderly conduct (711-1101) and just had to do some community
service. In 1987, | got convicted of criminal trespassing (708-813) and got put on
probation for a year. In 1994, | had to do about 30 days at OCCC for intimidating a
witness (710-1071). Then in 2003, | got arrested for commercial bribery (708-880), but
never got convicted cuz the cop, Detective Toma, got accused of evidence tampering
(710-1076). In 2004, |1 got charged with arson (708-8251), but the prosecutors had to
dismiss that case cuz their eyewitness went missing. In 2005, | got convicted of
promoting gambling in the first degree (702-1221) and had to do 90 days at OCCC. In
2006, | got charged with loan sharking (707-765), but that case got thrown out too cuz the
prosecutors never gave me a speedy trial. In February of 2008, | wasdaioesie®
counts of Assault in the Second Degree (707-711). Those charges are still pending, but |
not worried. These things have a way of going away.

The cops also tried to accuse me of Domingo’s murder. I'll admit I'm no angel,
but I ain’t no murderer either. Go ask anybody. Why would | kill Domingo? He/she
was paying me back what he/she owed me. Of course, | had to keep tabs on Domingo,
but that’s just the way it works. Sometimes people who owe you money think about
digging to da mainland. But | know Domingo. If he/she left da island, it would be to
look for one big score. He/She was always looking for action. Most of da time,
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Domingo would be at the backroom gambling joints trying to find one live gameu If y
don’t know, one live game is a card game with lots of betting action. High stakes.
Domingo was always playing the rush. One time when Domingo first got irge the
games, he/she won a pretty big pot with a super lucky hand. Aftah dat, Domingo was
hooked. Before starting that business with Sal Sharp, Domingo used to gamble at least
six times a week, eight hours a day for several weeks in a row. Man, duringhat ti
Domingo lost thousands and thousands of dollars.

Since then, Domingo got super desperate. Domingo was itching for a big score to
get rid of his/her gambling and business debts. The thing is, luck just nevah swung
his/her way. Domingo was always tapping out — you know, losing his/her whole bank
roll and having to stop playing. That was too bad cuz Domingo wasn’t a scrub, or should
| say, unsophisticated gambler. If I thought Domingo was dead money, | would’'ve
stopped him/her. Dead money is a junk player with no skills and no chance of winning.
To me, | thought Domingo still had a couple aces up his/her sleeve. It wouldn’t he smar
business for me to invest in losers, now, would it?

When Domingo went to da magic casino in da sky (heaven), he/she still owed me
over $200,000 in gambling losses. But da thing is, Domingo had already made good on
about $300,000 in gambling losses before den. | never asked Domingo where he/she got
his/her money from cuz that wasn’t my business. | just figured that Domingo resha st
or something someplace. My only concern was dat | got paid. But | ain’t dumb dithe
haven't lasted in dis business for so long by trusting everybody straight up. When
Domingo’s tab started growing, | started keeping a closer eye on him/hekécsora |
never got burned.

| don’t know why anyone is saying | choked Domingo. | have a pretty good
memory and | don’t remember ever doing that. | also don’t remember burning
Domingo’s wrist with one cigarette, one match, or anything. Besides, Domirsgga wa
smoker. He/She could’'ve easily burned himself/herself. | have no memoryhof eva
threatening Domingo. Of course, every now and den | asked him/her when he/she was
going to pay up, but that’s all | remember of those conversations.

For da two weeks before Domingo died, | was tailing him/her. On da night of
October 20, 2007, | was staking out Domingo’s restaurant across da alley fromkhe ba
door to the kitchen. Domingo was outside in the alley smoking one cigarette. It was
after hours so | thought everybody was gone. Den all of a sudden, Sal Sharp cage ragi
out da back door to da kitchen and started snapping at Domingo. Sharp looked super
nutz and angry. | couldn’t hear the whole conversation cuz my cell startedyribgiri
still heard most of it. Sharp was blaming Domingo for ruining da business and making
da restaurant go bankrupt with his/her gambling debts. That's when | realizéidddat a
money Domingo was paying me came from da restaurant. |1 saw Sharp pull out one
kitchen knife and point ‘em at Domingo. Since the knife was so close, Domingo started
moving backwards into da kitchen by da cooler.

Even though it was nighttime, | could still see everything pretty good. Tde all
was only like 15 feet wide and get one security light that beams right over the bac
kitchen door to da restaurant. | know Sharp had one knife too because da security light
made da blade of the knife shine at some angles. The knife was about six inches long.
Since | was in da shadows, I'm pretty positive that Sharp nevah see me. Aftevadat
Sharp leave da restaurant by himself. | waited for about one hour and then left, but |
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nevah see Domingo again. | nevah did or said anything that night for obvious reasons.
As you can tell from my rap sheet, me and da cops don’t really get along.

In da beginning, | was da one charged with killing Domingo. Like | said over and
over again, | never kill Domingo. Wasn’'t me. | think Detective Toma just hoped it was
me. When | got charged, I still never said anything about what | sawdse@duhat
time, | didn’t know how Domingo got killed or where Domingo’s body was. | didn'’t
make da connection. Plus, until | had my lawyer with me to make one deal on that loan
sharking charge, | wasn’'t gonna say anything about tailing Domingo because he/s
owed me money.

Whatever that Robin Rodrigues guy/girl is saying | said to him/her at Q€CC
just one flat out lie. Rodrigues is probably just trying to get himself/hesseié kind of
plea deal. Rodrigues is a con artist. In fact, | think Rodrigues thought that hahe c
get me to pay him/her some hush money at first, but then got stuck with his/hieehe w
the charges against me got dropped. Why would | confide in Rodrigues anyways? |
don’t even like that guy/girl.

My name is Sal Sharp. | grew up on a farm in Waialua, Hawaii, where lifg@gsand
all | cared about was helping my family make our own foods on the farm — butter,
cheese, Portuguese sausage, homemade ice cream. | suppose that'smwhat got
interested in the culinary arts. After attending Waialua High Schoot,a gcholarship
and moved all the way to New York to attend the American Culinary Institutg.(AC
Moving to a big city was an eye-opener. | was pretty naive, and | probabanstibday.
At the ACI, | trained with world-renowned chefs, like David Bouley and An@talt. was
the time of my life. After the 38 months in the program, | received my Bachdegize.
| was thinking of staying in New York, but | started to get a little homedickias my
dream to one day open my own restaurant, and | thought could probably get the training
back in Hawaii.

| was thrilled when | landed a position at Alvin Wong'’s, one of Hawalii’s top-
rated restaurants. | worked there for five years and developed my skillsrietg v&
areas. | initially started as a pantry chef, making salads, and coldzappstich as paté.
| also worked as a pastry chef, which is my passion, and poissonier, or fish ceef. Aft
those first two years, | was asked to step in as saucier, responsible forgsante
making all of the sauces for the restaurant. The next year, | became dpushaieis
the second in command. If | took any time off, | used it only to further my skalsol
enjoyed entering culinary ice sculpting competitions. The ice sculptmigpds me of the
cold and long winters in New York, which | miss sometimes.

I met Danny Domingo at the Honolulu Culinary Association conference. The
conference was about owning your own restaurant. Danny was one of the speakers.
He/She seemed very knowledgeable about the management and finances of owning a
restaurant business. He/She had graduated from Purdue University with a doobia maj
Foodservice Management and Accounting in 2002, summa cum laude. He/She is
extremely bright, energetic, and has an air of sophistication. He/Shdroammoney
and was well connected. You could tell he/she had already started to make hesker m
in the culinary world.

After the conference, | made a point of meeting Danny. He/She was looking to
open up a fine dining restaurant in Honolulu and was looking for a co-partner who could
focus on the food preparation aspects of the business. | saw this was the perfect
opportunity to further my dream of owning a restaurant. What we lacked in experience
we made up for in enthusiasm and passion of fulfilling our dreams. He/She convinced me
that Ward Center, a place lined with great restaurants and a movie theattite Wwast
place to start a restaurant like we had envisioned.

We agreed to a 50-50 split on everything. We each were bringing our respective
talents to the table, and agreed to each contribute the same working capitgl. Dann
already had a substantial bankroll of cash to contribute for the start-up. lkevas |
nothing to him/her to come up with $100,000. In some ways, | resented that, to be
perfectly honest. I've never been in a position where cash was so easily ooraued f
grew up modestly, and had been skimping and saving while working at Alvin Wong’s. |
emptied my savings of $40,000 and had to take out personal loans for the other $60,000
that | had to contribute. | had a lot vested in our restaurant, not only financially,datt sw
equity, as well. Of course, | knew it was a risk. Whenever you start a sjsespscially
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a restaurant, there is always the risk of failure. And if it failed, I'd gibbbhave to file
bankruptcy for not only the business, but personally too.

Danny took care of all the financial aspects of the business. In hindsight, |
should have paid more attention to the financial aspects, but I trusted Danny and
we each had our own area of expertise. | handled all aspects of the food
preparation and presentation, including menu selection, working with vendors to
order food products, and preparing the food or directing the food preparation.
While Danny was fully in charge of finances and management, he/she also had
creative ideas for food presentation or preparation, and every now and then he/she
would jot his/her menu suggestions for the following week on a piece of paper
and leave it for me or Georgia Gallo, our sous chef. On the other hand, | never
really understood financial statements or accounting. Danny took care of all of
that. When we were starting up the restaurant back in June of 2004, it was his/her
suggestion to put in place a buy-sell agreement funded by insurance. | really
didn’t understand its purpose, but I signed off on it anyway because he/she said it
was good for both of our protection. He/She set the amount of the policy and said
the income flow from the business would pay for it. Now, I'm thankful that he/she
had the buy-sell in place because it will save the business and me pergonally.
think of it as his/her last apology to me for stealing from the business and making
things right.

When we opened in June 2004, Pippy’s took off right from the start, and
soon became the talk of the town. We had rave reviews from food critics in the
Honolulu Star-Bulletin and the Midweek magazine, and we were even featured
on the KHON-2 morning news with Manolo Morales. The business continued to
grow over the next three years. We had a steady flow of customers — some very
loyal customers from the beginning and new customers every day. Often it wa
difficult for our customers to get a reservation for Friday or Saturdayreyeni
unless you called weeks in advance. Danny and | were even contemplating
opening another restaurant near the Hawaii Theatre on Bethel Street in downtown
Honolulu where we would serve desserts exclusively for the after- theaset.c
Danny had already worked up the business plan and we were going to call it
“Desserts — To Die For.”

| was surprised when Danny told me that we were running in the red
because business was going so well. My initial thoughts were that perhaps our
prices weren't covering our expenses sufficiently, so when | saw that the
Chamber of Commerce was presenting a seminar on October 1, 2007 on the topic
“Realizing Your Full Potential” to make your business more profitable, | thought
| could sharpen my business acumen. The timing was perfect for me to attend the
seminar. Danny had just told me about our financial woes the prior week, and the
seminar was on a Monday when the business is closed. We're closed on Sundays
and Mondays.

| spoke with Alex Addison, an accountant, immediately after the
presentation, and hired him/her to do an audit of the business to see where we
could improve — perhaps negotiate with vendors more, or change our pricing. |
also learned during the seminar that in the restaurant and retail business @here
lot of opportunity for employee theft. | wondered if our food inventory was
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“walking off” with some of the employees in the evenings. So, the following day,

| purchased a key and padlock to secure the food inventory in our cooler. Exhibit
9 is a true and accurate copy of the receipt for the purchase of the padlock, which
| kept and filed with the invoices and bills of the restaurant. The only ones who
had a key were Danny, Georgia and me. Danny told me he/she thought it was a
good idea to use the padlock.

Alex Addison came the next day, on Octob®f and did an overview of
the restaurant and the financials. | agreed to hire Addison for the two-week audit
starting October 8th. | paid Addison the money for the audit out of my personal
funds, which he/she required to be paid in advance. | think it was around $10,000,
but like | said, I'm not good with numbers. The business didn’t have the cash flow
to pay for the audit, so | advanced the money. When | told Danny about doing the
audit, he/she didn’'t seem nervous or act suspicious. In fact, he/she always was
cool as a cucumber and unflappable, regardless of the situation. | suppose it was a
practiced skill from his/her gambling experiences to have a poker faceaydem
he/she thought he/she had hidden his/her tracks well enough that we wouldn’t find
out that he/she embezzled so much money from the business.

Business went on as usual those next two weeks during the audit. Danny
came in regularly to do his/her work. Addison continued to do the audit and when
| would ask how it was going, he/she said, “It’s still a work in progress.” Then on
Friday, October 19th , | got the shock of my life. Alex informed me that the audit
was complete and that Danny had been stealing from the business — nearly
$300,000! I was stunned. I just couldn’t imagine why he/she would do that to me
—to us. Sure | was angry! At the time, who wouldn’t be? | probably even said
some things in haste, but | wasn’t angry enough to kill him. It didn’t even cross
my mind! Sure, | said | was going to make Danny pay for this — but | meant
financially. Danny would have to find the money to make it right. He/She had a
rich relative to help come up with the money.

| confronted Danny about the thefts after Addison left the restauraas | w
angry, but controlled. | asked Danny where the money had gone. He/She then
admitted to me that he/she was a gambler and was in a temporary slump the past
six months, and was in serious debt to a loan shark, Sam he/she called him/her. |
later found out that Sam is also known as “Strongarm” Sammy Sterns. Danny told
me that he/she owed Sam over $200,000 and he/she had already paid him/her over
$300,000, most of which came from the restaurant. Danny had borrowed money
from his/her rich relative to payoff some of his/her gambling debts, but they told
him/her that it was the last time they were going to bail him/her out.

Danny explained to me that he/she became desperate because Sam had threatened

to kill him/her if he/she didn’t come up with the money. Danny described instances
where Sam would choke him/her or put a lit cigarette to his/her wrist. It wasla new
world that | was unfamiliar with. Yeah, | felt betrayed by Danny. Butetsame time, |
felt scared and sad for him/her. He/She was in serious trouble. His/Heradthcti

gambling took a promising career in the restaurant business and put it in thevdhtter

sketchy folks in the underworld. Danny told me that he/she thought he/she could string

along Sam a little longer. | told him, “No, you need to come up with the money right
now, or you could get killed.”
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Maybe my naiveté was still working overtime, but | thought there might
be a way to help him/her and get the business back on track. | told him/her that |
would loan him/her the money to pay off the debt, and in exchange he/she had to
agree to seek professional help for his/her gambling addiction. | also told him,

“Your To Die For partnership interest will be mine until you recover from your
problem.” Danny agreed. Honestly, | wasn't thinking everything througdteat t
moment because all of this had taken me off guard. | didn’t even know how | was
going to come up with $200,000 to help Danny out of his/her jam. | was broke. |
had put everything into the business and according to Alex Addison, the business
was going to have to file for bankruptcy.

| didn’t sleep at all on the night of the 19th. | was trying to brainstorm
ways to get money for Danny to get him/her out of this jam. | thought maybe
Danny’s best way to get out of this mess was to turn Sam over to the prosecutor
for “loan sharking.” | went on the internet and Googled “loan sharking” and found
out that his/her contract with Sam was void under the law. | thought he/she could
go to Sam and tell him/her that if he/she didn’t void the loan according to the law,
that he/she would have no choice but to turn him/her in to the cops.

The next day, Saturday, October 20th, after the dinner crowd and the
kitchen staff had left for the evening, | decided to tell Danny my solution to
his/her problems. Danny stepped out the kitchen door to smoke a cigarette, and |
followed him/her. | told him/her | couldn’t think of a way to pay Sam because
he/she had taken so much money out of the business. It was bankrupt and was
going to have to close. | explained the idea of Danny telling Sam to void the
contract or be turned over to the police or prosecutor. Danny didn’t think Sam
would be receptive, and we argued over it. Finally, Danny agreed. | didn't see
anyone in the alley when we were talking. | never reported this conoersati
the police because | was afraid if | said anything, Sam would comeradtio.

Sam is lying about me threatening Danny and “brandishing a knife” —
that’s ridiculous! Sam obviously doesn’t want the fingers to be pointed at him/her
for Danny’s murder.

The kitchen knife would
have been washed that evening and run through our sanitizer. | don’t know if that
would have eliminated my fingerprints, but | might have picked up the knife after
it was washed to see if it needed to be sharpened. | just don’t remember now. If |
was going to murder Danny, why would | do it at the restaurant where we work
and leave my fingerprints on the knife? | also never hesitated when Detective
Toma asked me to give my fingerprints — does that sound like someone who is
guilty?

The last time | saw Danny was about 10:30 p.m on the 20th. We were locking up
to go home for the evening, but Danny was going to stay later to jot down his/her notes of
some ideas he/she had for next week’s menu. | found the note that he/she had written
which had slipped behind one of the kitchen workstations. Exhibit 10 is a copy of the
note that Danny left for the menu ideas he/she had for the following weeketgtar
lock up the cooler, and Danny told me he/she would lock it up because he/she had to
check to see if we had the necessary ingredients. He/She said he/she would lock up the
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cooler and the backdoor when he/she left. As | was leaving out the kitchen back
door, | saw a person in the shadows in the alley about 15 feet away. Detective
Toma'’s diagram attached to his/her police report is an accurate rapteseof

the layout of the restaurant, as well as the street and alley. When Danny was
found murdered, | told Detective Toma about the person | saw, and | went to the
police station and looked through a bunch of mug shots. | was able to identify the
person | saw as Sam.

Given Detective Toma'’s prior evidence tampering, | now know why the
original of Danny’s note, Exhibit 10, was lost in the evidence room. An inkdating
test would have shown that Danny’s note was written on the night of his/her
death, which would have proved that I'm innocent. I'm certain Sam is responsible
for Danny’s murder. | would not, and did not, kill Danny. We had made amends
and we were going to figure out a solution together.

| later found out that the insurance policy for the Buy-Sell Agreement is
$500,000. Because the business has a negative bottom line now and there had
been no updated value of the business, Danny’s estate would not share in those
proceeds because his/her interest is currently worthless. Howeveryit is m
intention to share a portion of those proceeds with his/her family. The
insurance money has not been issued yet because there is an exclusion clause
under the insurance policy if a beneficiary under the policy intentionally dause
his/her death.

It wasn’t yourvedaTo
Beaver” sort of atmosphere at home like all the other families in this areears away
when | was 17. I've been on the streets, beaches, and with friends since then and used my
charming personality to get by. I’'m not gonna lie to you, I've definitelgg my run-ins
with the law. In 2006, | was convicted of theft because | took a guys propesysasr
because he owed me money. It was the only way to make him pay up. | also served time
for check fraud in 2003 and 2006 when I tried to pass some bad checks. In 2007, | was
charged with insurance fraud, but the charges were later dropped. About a year ago, |
decided to go straight and start all over. | got a decent construction job and my own
place. It was okay for a while, but | ended up a little short on rent one month. It's too
expensive to live in Hawaii. I'll come clean with you, | stole some of the capjtars
at my construction job and got busted right away. | pled guilty and I'm doing myatime
OCCC.

The jail was getting crowded, so they went and moved a bunch of guys from
Wahiawa to OCCC. On the day they moved me, they were moving Strongarm Sammy
too.

Sammy said he/she had found out that “Domingo bled the restaurant dry, and was
now no good to him.” Domingo couldn’t even make payments for the juice — interest on
the loan. He/She heard that Domingo was going to threaten him/her with going to the
cops if he didn’t let him/her go of the debt. It was so stupid of Domingo. No loan shark is
going to say, “Brah, ok, don’t turn me in, I'll let you go on the money.” That's not going
to happen. Then Sammy says to me, with no emotion, “So | had Domingo iced.” And
when he/she said “iced,” Sammy didn’'t mean go to the fridge to cool down you know.

I'm not testifying for the State and they never
gave me any reduced sentence or nothing. Sal wants to make it up to me, but he/she
doesn’'t have any money to give me. | have no reason to make it up. Plus, how would |
know all the details? And don’t believe them that I'm just stickin to my storyuseda
already started down this road. I'm trying to get back on my feet, | don’'t neeqguay
charge keeping me in here any longer than | have to.

Aside from those listed, | have had many more publications, such as journal
articles, and chapters written for books, book reviews, and a host of seminar pa@sentati
and lectures. Nevertheless, | presume that the abbreviated version of imyluwurritae
will suffice to demonstrate that | am well-recognized as an expert iretdeof
organized crime.

Reliable information about organized crime is not always easy to obtain. | have
devoted my research and teachings, however, to organized crime, includingaheahis
background of organized crime, theories and research, specific crime gndupgia
operations, and law enforcement strategies to counter organized crimeutrantly a
co-director of the International Association for the Study of Organized CH&x&OC), a
professional association of criminologists, researchers, teachers andsstimemed in
1984, which holds meetings in conjunction with the American Society of Criminology.
IASOC works to promote greater understanding and research about organized alime i
of its manifestations.

A significant portion of my research and studies has been on the type of crimes,
and particularly murder, committed by people within organized crime. The uimderly
crimes in organized crime are the typical selection of preferred mobsauoidimethods:
loan sharking, bookmaking, extortion, income tax evasion, and income tax fraud.
Intimidation, violence, murder and obstruction of justice is used to further their goals
The “wise guy” life is a sharp and cocky, cash-driven subculture. Sure they can com
across as good fellas, and some are not complete strangers to doing some good, but
ultimately the colorfully monikered gangsters accomplish their deeolsghrdeception,
intimidation, violence and murder.

Men and women within organized crimes have a particular signature when
committing crimes, which takes one of two avenues: either (1) committingitihe ia
such a heinous fashion so as to send a message to other would-be wrongdoers against the
mob/mafia, or (2) skilled use of hiding the crime or their connection to it. An exarhple
the former is the Italian rope trick. The Mafioso wraps a rope around the victtks
and a tug of war ensues as the victim is strangled to death. Also as a publigwhmin
mob, on occasion, tied victims to a tree in the wilderness and slashed the victim to draw
blood for wild animals to feed upon.

Organized crime’s use of hiding the crimes or their connection to the crime
definitely has its own signature. Each mob group has their own preferred styleghut oft
word spreads of another group’s style and sometimes there are copycatslammng.t
And, compared to a non-career criminal, it is far more sophisticated and skilleg. We
probably already heard of “swimming with the fishes,” whereby the mob woulaktie t
victim to a cement block and throw them in a deep body of water. Another popular
“signature” method of the mob is to hide a corpse in a false bottom in a casket of another
deceased person. Other disposal methods included dismemberment, burial, or placing the
body in the trunk of a car and having it crushed in a junkyard.

Mafia gangsters would often kill and dispose of the body into a barrel. Thé barre
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would be dumped in the ocean or shipped by rail to another city. The last known highly
publicized barrel murder was reported in 1976 when the body of Johnny Roselli was
found in a 55-gallon drum in the Florida Everglades. Roselli was a conspirator with the
CIA’s plot to assassinate Fidel Castro. Another example is Ice Pidile Witlerman

from Minnesota. Alderman’s murder was done to make it look like he died of natural
causes. Surrounded by four killers, an ice pick was forced through Aldermanisneardr
and into his brain. This caused a cerebral hemorrhage and was difficult to detect.

One of the more notorious mob men is Richard Kuklinski, who earned the
nickname “lceman” following his experiments with disguising the time ofideihis
victims by freezing their corpses in an industrial freezer. The conditidre dfddy is
sometimes the only means available for the field officer to estiimatente of death.
Generally, body temperature is used as an indicator post-mortem interwng therifirst
12 to 24 hours of death. Kuklinski himself claims that he used a Mister Softee ige crea
truck for this purpose. Later on, he stated that he got the idea from a hit man coined
Mister Softee, who drove a Mister Softee truck to appear inconspicuous. Kuklinski’'s
method was uncovered by the authorities when Kuklinski once failed to let one of his
victims properly thaw before disposing of the body on a warm summer’s night, and the
coroner found chunks of ice in the corpse’s heart. The foregoing methodology gained
some popularity among those involved in organized crime in the late 1990’s and into the
21 Century. It is still fairly common today to find mob victims frozen in industrial
coolers.

| have reviewed all of the statements prepared in this case. DetectivesToma’
Investigation Report dated October 26, 2007 and the diagram of Pippy’s. | have also
reviewed the autopsy report, fingerprint analysis, and all photographic evidethee of
crime scene and the victim. It is my understanding that due to the gruesomeohttare
photographs of the decedent that these photographs are not part of the evidence in this
case; that is, with the exception of the photograph of Danny Domingo’s dying massage t
identify his/her killer. | did not go to the crime scene, nor have | undertaken any
independent physical examination of the victim or fingerprint analysis.

Based upon my review of the foregoing, and my extensive knowledge and
expertise in studying criminal behavior in organized crime, it is my opiniorDiuany
Domingo was murdered by a person involved in organized crime. Danny Domingo was
significantly indebted to the mob. | believe that, inasmuch as he/she had not osede re
payments, he/she had been punished in typical fashion by the mob with cigarette burns
and strangulation, signatures of Sammy Sterns. Sterns became awaamhagds
restaurant was bankrupt and that there would be no future payments. Accordingly,
Domingo became a liability for Sterns, rather than a source of revenuevdlic be
even more so if Sterns suspected that Domingo would turn him/her in to the authorities.

The methodology employed in this crime is consistent with a mob hit. The use of
an industrial freezer to hide the victim’s time of death and the “cleaning” afitne
scene is indicative of a sophisticated criminal mind. This degree of soplustisat
inherent in organized crime and inconsistent with the method and mode of a person
committing a crime in the heat of passion.

| am extremely critical of the police investigation in this matteaviehdone a
significant amount of research in the study of corruption in law enforcement. &usre
the mafia and mobs have survived for so many years is, in part, because a number of
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corrupt police officers have often lost or tampered with evidence, or given moésfigur
tips regarding pending investigations. Detective Toma should have never beaadssig
to the investigation of this case. Detective Toma was previously accusedoefitagn
with evidence involving a bribe from Sterns. | am unconvinced that Toma exerted his/he
independence when first arresting Sterns. The charges were later droppéailgnd |
believe it could have been a ruse to throw us off. The entire investigation was
compromised due to Toma'’s involvement.
